Article One: The Scriptures

We believe that the Holy Bible was written by men divinely inspired, and is a perfect treasure of heavenly instruction;
that it has God for its author, salvation for its end and truth without any mixture of error for its matter; that it reveals
the principles by which God will judge us and therefore is, and shall remain to the end of the world, the true center
of Christian union and the supreme standard by which all human conduct, creeds, and opinions shall be tried.

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Article Five: Justification

Article Fourteen: Baptism and the Lord’s Supper

with its effect in our death to sin and resurrection to a new life; that it is a prerequisite to the privileges of a Church
relation and to the Lord's Supper in which the members of the Church, by the sacred use of bread and wine, are to
commemorate together the dying love of Christ preceded always by solemn self-examination.
